
PROGRAMS AND SERVICES 

Family and Youth Services 
Youth Services has two primary programs: After-School Program and Summer Program.  The 2012-

2013 After-School Program (40 weeks, August ï May) served a daily average of 38 youth, ages 5 ï 15, 

who participated in ñweekly themedò programs including arts and crafts projects, and recreational ac-

tivities. The emphasis of our After-School Program changed in the fall of 2012 from recreational, child 

care; to an extension of the public school with an emphasis on homework assistance and tutoring. Our 

students received a collective total of 7,600 hours of homework assistance. This was done with the help 

of 27 volunteers completing 1131 hours of volunteer service. Currently, our 2013 Summer Program (8 

weeks, June & July) is serving a daily average of 40 youth, ages 5 ï 15. There are ñweekly themedò 

programs that include who are participating in crafts, board games, recreational activities, special pro-

grams and field trips. Also, our 2013 Summer Program is addressing summer learning and reading loss. 

Daily, each child receives 45 minutes of reading instruction. By the end of the summer, our students 

will collectively receive a total of 1,200 hours of reading instruction. 

Additional Services: Sewing Classes at Ann Ott School (2 days/week, Monday & Thursday), Back-to-

School Program distributing backpacks and school supplies (128 new back-packs, full of new, school 

supplies, distributed in July 2012), ChristmasAdopt-a-Family program (950 gifts distributed to 120 

families in December 2012), Senior Womenôs Group (weekly, Tuesdays), Senior Companion Program 

(weekly, year-round) and Food Pantry emergency food bags (2013-2014 totals: 1,204 bags, serving 

3,700+ individuals.) 

Amigos Center 
The Amigos Center is located at Calvary United Methodist Church in west Phoenix. In addition to adult 

education ï English and computer instruction ï programs include childcare, community gardening, 

community development, yoga, soccer, flag football, adult softball, youth kickball, and guitar. Amigos 

Center is also involved in a four-year collaborative with Maryvale on the Move (MTM), which pro-

motes and coordinates active living and healthy lifestyles among children ages 5-15 and their families. 

Wesley Health Center 
During the Fiscal Year 2012-2013, Wesley Health Center provided services to 6,670 unduplicated pa-

tients, representing 13,848 duplicated patients for the year. Of those patients, 14% were insured and 

86% were uninsured: 69%, female; 31%, male; 83%, Hispanic; and 87% are at 100% or below the 

Federal Poverty Level ($23,050/family of 4). Three full-time Family Practice physicians, assisted 

throughout the year by 134 volunteer medical students, 30 medical students on clinical rotations, and 20 

medical residents; volunteer and part-time paid physicians; and interpreters; provided much needed 

community healthcare at this Federally-Qualified Health Center. The Wesley Health Center is also a 

Level 2 Patient-Centered Medical Home.
